Speech Production Skills                                                    Young children must learn to vocalize, pronounce, and discriminate among the sounds of the alphabet and words of language. Although most children in prekindergarten can accurately perceive the difference between similar sounding words, they continue to acquire new sounds and may mispronounce words in their own speech. The ability to produce certain speech sounds such as /s/ and /r/ improves with age.

Children’s vocabulary acquisition is largely dependent upon interactions with adults. These may be occurring in one or more languages through talking about experiences, reading familiar stories, singing familiar songs, and playing word games.  Prekindergarten children experience rapid growth in their understanding of words and word meanings. Vocabulary knowledge reflects children’s previous experiences and growing knowledge of the world around them and is one of the most important predictors of later reading achievement. As children learn through experiences, including play, they develop concepts, acquire new words, and increasingly refine their understanding of words they already know.

Effective communication requires that children use their knowledge of vocabulary, grammar, and sense of audience to convey meaning. Four‐year‐olds become increasingly adept at using language to express their needs and interests, to play and pretend, and to share ideas. Children’s use of invented words and the over generalization of language rules (for example, saying “foots” instead of “feet”) is a normal part of language acquisition. Sentence and grammatical complexity develops in young children with plenty of opportunity for rich conversation. It is important that time is spent in authentic

speaking opportunities.
