B. Phonological Awareness Skills

Phonological Awareness is an auditory skill that involves an understanding of the sounds of spoken words. It includes being able to recognize individual words in a spoken sentence, blending and dividing words into syllables, beginning with compound words which, because each syllable has meaning connected to, it is easier for children to work with, adding and taking those meaningful units, recognizing and producing rhyming words, identifying words that sound the same at the beginning, and for some children, blending words at the phoneme or single sound level.
